Reference to the decisions made in the meeting held on 8" August, 2024 at the Board of
Elementary Examination Gilgit-Baltistan and the subsequent approval of the Secretary School
Education Department GB vide letter No. Sec.Edu-8(13)/2024/Acad dated 29" August, 2024,

it was unanimously decided to discontinue the Formative Assessment Mechanism for Class-8.

However, for the students from Infant to Grand-7, the Formative Assessment marks
designated for each subject will be consolidated into a new subject named **School Domain**
which will be of 15 marks. These marks will be assessed under five indicators, with each
indicator carrying 3 marks, as outlined in the first domain of the Formative Assessment rubrics
I.e, Attendance, Participation in Co-Curricular Activities, Cleanliness, Organization and Civic
Sense & Behavior at ANNEX-A:

The School Domain marks will be awarded to each student one month before the exams
by a committee consisting of three members:

1. Headmaster,

2. Class teacher

3. A member of the school exam committee.

Additionally, a 100-mark exam will be reintroduced for each subject, reinstating the

practice used before the implementation of the Formative Assessment System.
